CLINICAL ROTATION INFORMATION 

DESCRIPTION 
Students work with an attending and upper-level resident to 

form a patient care team.  Students typically work 20 shifts 

over a four-week period. Students receive hands-on clinical 

experience caring for a variety of hospital patients. Students 

complete history and physical examinations, assist in bedside 

procedures, and discuss treatment and disposition options 

with the supervising physician.  

GOALS & OBJECTIVES 

BY THE END OF THE ROTATION, THE STUDENT WILL: 
➢ Appropriately perform rounds on patients

➢ Formulate plans of care

➢ Experience bedside procedures

➢ Interpret test results

➢ Assist resident and attending physicians with plan

execution, treatment, and reassessment of patients

rotation. This evaluation is composed with written feedback 

from the attendings who had direct interaction with the 

student.
